TRAINING LEVEL TEST 4 (1994)
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PURPOSE

To establish that the correct foundation is being laid for the training of the driving horse requiring the green horse to move freely and energetically
forward in a steady rhythm in the working walk and the working trot, while accepting the bit with relaxation, through transitions and 40 meter circles.
Increased engagement of the hindquarters (impulsion) cannot be expected yet. This level is also intended to encourage the inexperienced driver.

CONDITIONS
40 x 80 meter arena (exception Tandems and Four-in-Hands)
Average driving time: 7 minutes
